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Sixth National Christian Conference and Election of New Leaders

The Sixth National Christian Conference convened in Beijing on December 29, 1996 and closed on January 2, 1997 while the Standing Committee elected new leadership of the church on January 3rd:  


Honorary President of CCC and Honorary Chair of TSPM -  Bishop K. H. Ting

CCC President - Dr. Han Wenzao

CCC General Secretary - Rev. Su Deci

TSPM chairperson - Mr. Luo Guanzong

TSPM General Secretary - Rev. Deng Fuchun



Meeting once every five years, the conference is the highest decision-making body for Protestant Christians in China.  It elects the China Christian Council (CCC) and the Chinese Christian Three-Self Patriotic Movement (TSPM) Committee.  Bishop K. H. Ting, outgoing President of the CCC and Chair of the TSPM, greeted the delegates and pleaded for the continuation of their unity under the new leadership.  He expressed a vision of a Christianity in China which upholds the ethical imperatives of the Christian Gospel.  He also thanked all his friends both in China and abroad for their prayerful support over the last 15 years of his service to the church.


CCC Acting General Secretary Dr. Han Wenzao delivered the joint work report of the standing committees of the CCC and TSPM.  Since the last National Christian Conference (1992), the number of church buildings have increased from 7,000 to over 12,000, while meeting points have grown from 20,000 to more than 25,000.  The CCC is now running 17 seminaries and training centers, 12 of which have been enlarged or moved to new campuses.  There are now 2,700 seminary graduates at work in churches all over the country, and about 1,000 full-time theological students.  An additional 3,000 students are enrolled in the 3-year correspondence course of Nanjing Seminary.


Rejuvenation of the church leadership is still proceeding slowly.  From 1992-95, more than 800 pastors have been newly ordained, but only 345, or 41.6% of them are under 45 years of age. Most provincial Christian councils and TSPMs have some younger people in positions of leadership and 61% of the full-time seminary teachers are under 45.  
From 1992 to 1996, 10 million Bibles have been distributed and 3.3 million Bibles were printed in 1996.  The CCC has 45 Bible distribution centers.  Special attention is given to providing Bibles to Christians and house churches that do not normally relate to the CCC.  More than 8 million copies of the New Hymnal have been distributed.  In 1995, a new hymnal containing 640 short choruses was printed for the first time.


Special attention has been given to rural ministries to address problems faced by the large majority of Christians in the countryside.  A major conference was held in 1995 to help plan and implement rural lay training work, including work with ethnic minority Christians.


Since 1992, the CCC received 203 church delegations from overseas, and sent 108 delegations to churches abroad.


After reviewing all these accomplishments, the church is not to "sit back and relax."  Dr. Han urged all Christians to "run the church even better according to the Three-Self Principle."  Four priorities are identified: insistence on the Chinese church's independence from foreign control; education for patriotism for Chinese Christians; the promotion of unity within the Protestant community; and "a stress on governing, supporting and propagating the church well."  To do these, Chinese Christians are to deepen their understanding of Christian faith and Chinese society, and to renew their commitment to the church in a spirit of self sacrifice.


The conference adopted the "Church Order for Trial Use" with only minor changes from the original Order proposed in 1992.  Revisions in the TSPM and CCC Constitutions were also adopted.


The conference gathered 299 delegates representing church councils and organizations from all over China.  The average age of the delegates is 53.9 years, down from 60.6 years at the last conference (1992).  The number of women delegates has risen to 26.1 %, from 21.3% in 1992, though still falling short of the envisioned 30%.

Bible Printing by the China Christian Council

According to Tian Feng (December 1996) and a recent report by the Amity Printing Company, Ltd. in Nanjing, 3.2 million copies of the Bible have been printed in 1996.  The Bibles are printed on "Bible paper" donated by the United Bible Societies to China Christian Council (CCC), which amounted to US $3.56 million in 1995 and accounted for 70% of the total cost of the Bible.  This donation helps keep the retail prices of the bibles at an affordable level in China.  


Production has increased more rapidly since a second TIMSON T32 web press arrived from England in November 1995.  The modern machine cost US $1.7 million, of which US $220,000 were from the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod in the  United States.  There is also a THIEL BZX 10 Inter-point Braille Embosser press, capable of printing one 32-volume Bible a day.  


Besides printing Bibles, the Company also prints hymnals and other books and  literature for the CCC and the seminaries.  Over 1.3 million copies of hymnals were printed in 1995, and 1.71 million in 1996.  The following is a summary of Bibles printed by the China Christian Council since 1980:

In Memoriam

Miss Cora Deng, General Secretary Emeritus of the National YMCA of China, died in Shanghai on October 1, 1996 at the age of 96.  A memorial service was held on October 20th at the Shanghai Community Church.


Born into the affluent family of a Qing Dynasty official in Shashi, Hubei Province, Cora Deng grew up in Changsha, the capital of Hunan Province where she entered Fu Xiang, a girls school founded by the Presbyterian mission.  There she came in contact with the Christian faith and became an independent and self-determined new woman.  To demonstrate her liberation, she unbound her feet by getting rid of the yards of cloth tied to her feet since childhood.  In 1919 she participated in the May Fourth Movement against feudalism and the oppression of women in Chinese society.  She changed her name from Deng Yu-zhi meaning "rich in fragrant flowers" to Deng Yuzhi, "abundant with will power."  Though forced into a marriage arranged while she was still a child, she left the husband's household to continue her education, graduating from Jinling Women's College in Nanjing with a major in Social Work.  She joined YWCA work in 1923. 


As Shanghai became the center of textile industry in the 1920s and 1930s, many young women from poverty stricken Subei area (Northern Jiangsu Province) flooded into the city to seek better livelihood.  The young YWCA worker Cora Deng organized evening classes for factory women, especially in Pudong across the Huangpu river.  She believed that education was the first step in liberating young women from their bondage and enabling them to contribute to the greater society.  While teaching the young factory women to read and write, Cora Deng and the YWCA staff began to listen to the life stories of their students.  It was a learning experience as the teachers became sensitized to their students' struggle to be free from poverty, exploitation, male domination and the bondage of feudal traditions.  Some of these young women later became leaders in the Communist revolution.  They were grateful to Cora Deng and the YWCA for the first step they took towards liberation.


Cora Deng's overseas experience included a year of graduate studies at the London School of Economics, an internship at the International Labor Organization (ILO) in Geneva, where she did research on ways to protect women workers and child laborers.  Later she went to New York University, where she completed a Master's degree with a thesis on the economic status of Shanghai women workers.


With Y. T. Wu, Liu Liangmo and other religious leaders, Cora Deng was invited to Beijing soon after the founding of the People's Republic of China to meet with premier Zhou En-lai to discuss ways of freeing the Chinese church from foreign domination.  She was one of the founders of the Chinese Protestant Three-Self Movement, and served as its vice chairperson for many years.  She was also a member of the Chinese People's Political Consultative Conference (CPPCC), representing the Protestant community at this national advisory organization to the National People's Congress.  In recent years many visitors to China had  enjoyed the  privilege of meeting this remarkable person.  Cora Deng will be missed by her friends all over the world.

English Language Service at the Shanghai Community Church

Since September 22, 1996, an English language service of worship has been held at the Community Church of Shanghai on Sunday afternoons with more than  200 in the congregation and about 80 in the Sunday school.  In recent years the expatriates residing in this metropolitan city had been worshipping in two different hotels.  One group was largely of persons with traditional mainline church backgrounds while the other group was more "evangelical" in flavor.  According to Shanghai government policy, religious services should be held in a registered church premise and officiated by local clergy.  The Community Church on Hengshan Road is a natural choice of venue because historically it had been an international church.  Located across the street from the former Shanghai American School, its former pastors included Dr. Clifford Drury (Professor of Church History at San Francisco Theological Seminary), Dr. John Minter (Presbyterian).  Later Bishop K. H. Ting and Bishop Shen Yifan also served in this church, which is keeping the name "International Church" in Chinese to this day.


Presently the church is a worshipping community which averages over 3,000 on each Sunday, with the congregation overflowing to several church halls, Sunday school rooms, stairways and hallways.  Foreign visitors to the regular Sunday morning services at 7:30 a.m. and 10 a.m. are usually ushered to the balcony, where English-speaking church members help translate during the service.  Earphones for instant translations are also available.  


The afternoon English language service is led by several English-speaking ministers:  Rev. Yang Anding (senior pastor of the church and former Presbyterian), Rev. Shi Qigui (senior pastor of Mu-en Church and former Methodist), Rev. Ms. Cao Shengjie (vice president of the China Christian Council and former Anglican), Rev. Su Deci (principal of Huadong Seminary, an evangelical with Anglican background), Rev. Shen Cheng-en (editor of Tian Feng and former Anglican), and Mr. Li Wei (a young graduate of Nanjing Seminary with a good command of English and now teaching at Huadong Seminary).


Some may want to see the pressure of moving the services from the Hilton to the local church as "restriction" by the authorities.  Yet the net result is a closer tie between expatriate Christians with their Chinese brothers and sisters, more involvement with the community, and an opportunity for more ecumenical interaction.


At present the following cities also have English language congregations in their churches:  Nanjing, Hangzhou, Beijing and Tianjin.


News in Brief

The Ninth Assembly of the Lutheran World Federation will be held July 8 to 16, 1997 in Hong Kong.  It will be the first international religious conference to take  place in Hong Kong after it becomes the Special Administrative Region (SAR) under the PRC government.  Some of the major themes of the Assembly  will be "Mission and Dialogue," "Social Justice," "Church Unity" and "The Church in China."  It is hoped that Christians from China, both Protestant and Catholic, will participate in the discussion.  The Lutheran World Federation will extend its program of Chinese studies from 1997 to 2000, focusing on the following areas:  Contemporary  Chinese Church History; Understanding Lutheranism; and Women in the Church in China.  Since November 1996, pre-assembly meetings have been taking place in Toronto, Warsaw, Singapore, Johannesburg and Caribbean.


"Serving Our Lord at the Pulpit," a collection of sermons by the late Bishop Shen Yifan of Shanghai, has been published in China.  The China Christian Council is also making an audio cassette tape of 300 Scriptural Choruses available for congregations, especially those in the rural areas.  These short choruses based on Bible verses are easy to learn, and very popular among Christians in the countryside.  The "sing along" tapes are especially helpful for the teaching of singing in rural congregations.


The Guangdong Union Theological Seminary in Guangzhou (Canton) began in 1988 with a two-year training program, and has graduated 142 students by 1994 when the program was extended to three years.  At present there are 52 students with only five full time teachers.  Rev. Harold K. Y. Wong (Huang Guangyao) is president, while Rev. Fan Xiu-yuan and Rev. Chen Yi-lu serve as first and second vice presidents.  Rev. Wang Xiao-yin (Simon) who studied in the United States recently (Pacific School of Religion, Berkeley) has returned to Guangzhou in June 1996 to become Dean of Studies.  Both Rev. Chen and Rev. Wang were recent graduates of Nanjing Theological Seminary.  The Guangdong seminary is in the process of negotiating for a piece of land at the foot of Bai Yun (White Cloud) Mountain, north of the city, to build a larger permanent campus that can accommodate 140 students.


Ground breaking for the new campus of Hua Dong (East China) Theological  Seminary took place in Qingpu County, Shanghai on October 28, 1996.  The 28 hectare (about 30.5 acres) campus is 18 times the size of the present location at  73 Wu Yuan Road within metropolitan Shanghai.  The new buildings, with a total of 8,000 square meters (about 26,246 square feet) will have four times as much space as the two buildings they have at present.  The building project is heartily supported by churches in Shanghai.  Their entire offerings of both October 26 (Sabbath) and 27 (Sunday), 1996 were given to the building fund for Hua Dong Seminary.    

Mission Trip to Yunnan

The following articles, by two young women pastors, were published in the November 1996 issue of Tian Feng in Chinese.  Rev. Ma Jianhua, a graduate of Nanjing Theological Seminary, is "solo pastor" of Huangshan Church in Anhui Province.  As shown in the video "Christian Women in China," Rev. Ma led her congregation in the building of a beautiful and large sanctuary.  She is also gifted in playing various Chinese traditional music instruments.  Rev. Ye Xiaolian serves in Wenzhou, an area in southern Zhejiang Province known as the "Jerusalem of China" because of the large and vibrant Christian community there.  Ms. Ye's ministry was featured in the video "Portrait of a Woman Evangelist" produced by the German church. Reflection on a Journey to Yunnan -  Ma Jianhua

To me, Yunnan had been a strange and far away land which I would ordinarily not have an opportunity to visit.  When the Commission on Rural Ministries of the China Christian Council had decided to organized a lay training program for the grassroots churches, especially among ethnic minority people, and asked if I would be willing to participate in the work, I was more than happy to go.  I had always been curious how ethnic minorities people were attracted to the Christian faith.


On August 3, 1996, I arrived in Kunming, where I joined Sister Ye Xiaolian to begin our 18 days of mission work together.  During this period, we went to Dongchuan and Dali to teach in their training programs.  We also visited churches in Kunming and in the Miao minority region.  The simplicity and honesty of the ethnic minority Christians and their warm hospitality left a deep impression in my heart and mind.  I can still see them sending us off with hymns and tears as we walked down the mountain.   Their eyes, so full of hope and longing, made me think of our Lord Jesus telling us what to do:  to give a cup of cold water in His name.  Today we find those in need of this cup of cold water right by our side, in this poverty-stricken mountain region.  Ever since coming home, I have been immersed in the images I saw and voices I heard in Yunnan.  


Spending seven days in the vast mountain region of Dongchuan was a valuable learning experience for me in trying to understand the Christians there.  For the very poor area of Dongchuan, the training program for lay church workers was the first they ever had.  Most of the students came from the high mountains, the highest being 3,800 meters (about 12,467 ft) above sea level where the Aji tribe of the Yi minority people lives.


The trainees were very eager to learn about the word of God.  The small church building and its tiny court yard was packed.  After sitting all day for their classes, they still thought it was not enough, and wanted to hear more from us.  To the village church, the training program was like rain falling on dry land.


At the end of the Dongchuan training program there was a sharing session.  The students felt that the class made a great difference in their spiritual nurture.  They requested that time and dates should be set aside each year for systematic and standardized training programs like this in the future.  This is one way that the mountain Christians can learn more about the Gospel and counteract heresy and false teachings.


To learn more about the background of our students, Xiaolian and I went to Tuodan Village of A-wang Township.  The road was too slippery after the rain for the car to go uphill.  So we all had to be on foot, climbing the very steep mountain.  Sometimes we could not find any secure spot to anchor our feet.  The guides sent by our hosts had to grab our hands and drag us onward.  It took three hours to reach this village 2,050 meter (about 6,762 ft) high.


This was a village of mixed ethnicities, with half of the population being Yi and the other half being Han.  Among them were about  300 Christians.  When we entered their mud houses we were shocked.  There was hardly any furniture.  As no electricity had reached the village, it was as dark as night inside.  One house kept horses on the left side while people lived on the right side.  Now we understood what it meant when people said they lived with their animals.  Such a poor, backward region.  Suddenly I felt the heaviness of my heart.


After a heavy downpour, we began our descent.  The roads were even more difficult on the way down, and our feet were tired.  Darkness gradually set in.  I asked the village head how much longer we needed to go.  He said "two minutes."  Half an hour later I asked: "Why are the two minutes so long?!"  With a sense of humor he answered: "This is not Beijing time.  It is A-wang Time."  Finally we reached where the car was parked.  It was 9 p.m. according to my watch.


Due to transportation difficulties and the lack of communication, not even television, Christians in Tuodan Village are isolated from rest of the world.  The village head  told us that several years ago there was an incident of "group ascension" (when some Christians thought they could go directly to heaven together).  It brought shame to the name of Christ.   Even now the church is facing a problem of disunity.  We hope that all can keep them in our prayers.


As the gap between rich and poor regions of our country is widening, so is the disparity between churches in our land.  This article in Tian Feng is written with a plea, that we listen to the "Macedonian Call" from the ethnic minority people in Yunnan.  We share the concern of our brothers and sisters living in poverty in the mountainous region, with the hope that God will move more people to reach out their loving hands in love, because "it is more blessed to give than to receive."

Glimpses of a Journey to Yunnan - Ye Xiaolian

The climate in Yunnan is mild and pleasing.  Yet more invigorating is the enthusiasm for the Gospel among brothers and sisters in this province.  On August 4, 1996, Rev. Ma was preaching in Zion church while I gave the sermon in Trinity Church.  Outwardly, Trinity Church is not impressive.  The building is old and dilapidated.  Yet this house of faith is filled with energy and strength.  Entering the sanctuary I saw an elderly person passing out newspapers.  I was curious:  Are newspapers to be read in church on Sunday?  Then I found that the newspaper was used as seating pads.  The church was so crowded that many had to sit on the stairway.  Some could only stand at the door.  Their spirit of making the best out of nothing moved me deeply.


On August 5th we left Kunming by mini bus at 8 a.m. to reach the New Village Church in Dongchuan.  Elder Xing accompanied us on this six-hour journey weaving in and out of mountains and reaching Dongchuan at 2:30 p.m.  


The lay training classes began on August 6th and ended on August 11th.  Our work was very intense.  Besides morning prayers and evening vesper, there were seven class sessions daily, four in the morning and three in the afternoon.  Even with this tight schedule no student complained or felt tired.  There was an eagerness for learning.  Though it was the first attempt to have a training program here, without experience and adequate facilities, and plenty of problems, God was with us and we felt that the results were good.   For our class lectures, Rev. Ma focused on the cultivation and spiritual growth of the church volunteers themselves while I covered the "how to's" of church volunteering.  Since the students did not have much formal education and had very little foundation to build on, our talks in class would start from the most basic truth, and started with problem-solving discussions by dealing with their day-to-day situation.  For example, some people in the church think that to be a minister, teacher, or preacher was like reaching "officialdom" in the church.  Holding on some title they feel that they have the right to point their fingers and tell people what to do.  In some churches, only one person had the right to make decisions.  Bureaucracy, feudalistic practices meant un-democratic administration, finance and personnel management.  Sharing these problems and discussions in class helped all of us.  Personally I have learned much from this experience.


The afternoon of August 8th was most unforgettable.  Brother Yang and Zhu A-wang took Rev. Ma and me to visit a church in a very poor area.  At 12 noon we got a ride in the official jeep to reach the A-wang Township government where we rested and borrowed two pairs of "mountain climbing shoes."  It took us more than three  hours going uphill before we reached our destination, Tuodan Village, at 5 p.m.  From a distance, the village appeared to be a resort place.  But as we came closer, it was very disappointing.  The village was composed of 165 families with a total population of 678 persons.  The average annual income of villagers was 489 yuan (US $60).  There was a very simple and crude church building with a 300 members.  They did not have enough money to bring electricity to the village.  People share their houses with their livestock.  The standard for sanitation was very low.  The village had 120 school age children, yet only 58 of them were in school.  The classrooms were shabby, in danger of collapsing.  Most people there were bare footed because they could not afford shoes.  Their clothes were like rags.  We were told that there were even poorer places.  For example, the Aji tribe lives 3,800 meter above sea level.  The yearly income was less than 100 RMB (US $12,50) per person!  In Huozhu Liangzishe, there were about 90 Christians who worship in a small church with only 24 square meters of space.  In Mahuangqing Village, there were 70 Christians.  Their village of 27 families had only three teapots, and four or five quilts.  There was a family of six that owned only one set of clothing.  Their daily income was worth less than the price of an egg.  We could not imagine that while other parts of our country is enjoying tremendous economic growth, here can be such a pocket of extreme poverty and backwardness, where people constantly worry about where their food could come.  Our hour long visit was too short.  By the time we reluctantly bid farewell to this unforgettable Yi village, it was 7 p.m. 


On the return journey our hearts were heavy with burden.  Rev. Ma had made a pledge to raise 5,000 RMB ((about US $625) to renovate the church that was about to collapse.  If we can raise 20,000 RMB (US $2,500), electricity would be brought to the village.  Here I want to make an appeal to the whole church, to reach out your loving hands and embrace our fellow brothers and sisters in need.  We also hope that the national church would regularly send young and healthy mission volunteers to the mountain churches, bring them warmth and love.   

Amity Relief Work in Yunnan - 1996

In a letter dated November 14, 1996, Dr. Han Wenzao, General Secretary of the Amity Foundation, expressed thanks to overseas friends for their timely contribution to

Amity's relief work after earthquake hit the southwest province of Yunnan.  He also attached a report by Ms. Tan Li-ying, Amity staff who paid a visit to the area in late October 1996.


Yunnan Province was hit by three major earthquakes from July 1995 to February 1996. The total loss was estimated at 6.7 billion RMB (over $800 million US).  Working with local Christian councils and the People's Political Consultative Conference (PPCC) committees, Amity contributed 150,000 RMB (US $18,750) to repair 10 rural churches in Simao after the July 1995 quakes.  In Wuding, 200,000 RMB (US $25,000) was sent to 20 churches in townships and villages while another 200,000 RMB was used for the restoration of four primary schools and the purchase of materials for temporary shelters.


The February 3, 1996 earthquake, measured at 7.0 on the Richter scale took place in Lijiang, leaving 240 dead, 14,000 injured and more than half a million people homeless in freezing weather.  Amity responded quickly, sending 400,000 RMB (US $50,00) for the purchase of cotton padded quilts and asphalt felt rolls for the victims.  Appealing to overseas friends for US $400,000, Amity received about US $530,000 by July of 1996.  In Lijiang Amity was able to carry out rehabilitation projects including one water reservoir, eight primary schools, 3,000-5,000 tiles or bricks to each village home in the four townships which encompass 16 natural villages with a total of 1,596 families.


Though Amity's contribution was small comparing to the nearly 500 million RMB from the government, villagers are grateful to Amity which came to their aid in a time of need.  In the past seven years, Amity's work in minority ethnic communities in this southwest province has included training of rural doctors, helping children to back to school, as well as ecological and income generating projects for farmers.

Teaching in 48 schools, they are located in six provinces:  Jiangsu, Jiangxi, Fujian, Zhejiang, Anhui and Shandong.  As teachers education is a priority of Amity, 59 of the 77 teachers are in 34 colleges of teacher-training .  During the summer of 1996, Amity organized 16 training programs for middle school English teachers.  Over 1,600 trainees from village and township schools, and over 40 students from Nanjing Theological Seminary attended the four week classes given by 91 language instructors from the USA sponsored by the Southern Baptists, the Lutheran Church (Missouri Synod), the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, East Gate Ministries, China Connection and Columbia Theological Seminary.
